08 Jan 2002. US President George W. Bush signs into law the No Child 

Left Behind Act, intended to improve America’s educational system.

09 Jan 2001. Apple introduced iTunes, a digital media player application

10 Jan 1811. An uprising of over 400 slaves is put down in New Orleans. 

Sixty-six blacks are killed and their heads are strung up along the roads of 

the city.

12 Jan 2010. A magnitude-7.0 earthquake devastated Haiti, especially
